Covering others fault
Dear brothers and sisters in Islam. 
Allah (SWT) Says in Holy Quran: إِنَّمَا الْمُؤْمِنُونَ إِخْوَةٌ “The Believers are but a single Brotherhood.”
This brotherhood gives us many rights upon each other but today I am going to talk about one of the right , which is “covering others fault”. 
Allah (SWT) Says in Quran:
إِنَّ الَّذِينَ يُحِبُّونَ أَن تَشِيعَ الْفَاحِشَةُ فِي الَّذِينَ آمَنُوا لَهُمْ عَذَابٌ أَلِيمٌ فِي الدُّنْيَا وَالْآخِرَةِ ۚ وَاللَّهُ يَعْلَمُ وَأَنتُمْ لَا تَعْلَمُونَ
 Those who love (to see) scandal among the Believers, will have a grievous Penalty in this life and in the Hereafter: Allah knows, and you know not.
This Ayah is very clear about covering other brothers and sisters shortcomings. Imam Ibn-e Kathir (R.A.) narrates a Hadith explaining this Ayah.
لَا تُؤْذُوا عِبَادَ اللهِ وَلَا تُعَيِّرُوهُمْ، وَلَا تَطْلُبُوا عَوْرَاتِهِمْ فَإِنَّهُ مَنْ طَلَبَ عَوْرَةَ أَخِيهِ الْمُسْلِمِ طَلَبَ اللهُ عَوْرَتَهُ، حَتَّى يَفْضَحَهُ فِي بَيْتِهِ 
Do not annoy the servants of Allah, nor abuse them, nor seek their hidden shortcomings. Whoever seeks out the faults of his Muslim brother, Allah will expose his faults and degrade him, even if he is hiding in his house.
The Holy Prophet  says in another Hadith. 
اَلْمُسْلِمُ أخُو الْمُسْلِمِ لاَ يَظْلِمُهُ وَلاَ يُسْلِمُهُ مَنْ كَانَ فِي حَاجَةِ أخِيهِ كَانَ اللَّهُ فِي حَاجَتِهِ وَمَنْ فَرَّجَ عَنْ مُسْلِمٍ كُرْبَةً فَرَّجَ اللَّهُ عَنْهُ بِهَا كُرْبَةً مِنْ كُرَبِ يَوْمِ الْقِيَامَةِ وَمَنْ سَتَرَ مُسْلِمًا سَتَرَهُ اللَّهُ يَوْمَ الْقِيَامَةِ
“A Muslim is a brother of another Muslim. He does not oppress him, he does not hand over to his enemies. Whoever meets his believing brother’s needs, Allah will meet one of his needs. Whoever frees a Muslim from a trouble, Allah will free him from a trouble in the Day of Judgment because of this. Whoever covers a Muslim’s fault, Allah will cover one of his faults in the Day of Judgment.” (Reported by Bukhari and Muslim)
Allah (SWT) also Says in Holy Quran: 
وَيْلٌ لِّكُلِّ هُمَزَةٍ لُّمَزَة
Woe to every (kind of) scandal-monger and-backbiter.
So dear Muslims, avoid speaking against any of your brothers. Don't say anything that will hurt your brother or that he would dislike if he was aware of what you said. You may only speak to rectify a wrong and give advice but you must address him first. If you are unable to do so and you think that a third person that you know could benefit the situation by influencing him, or speaking to him then you are allowed to do that. But to let your tongue loose and talk negatively about him, saying things that will hurt without this purpose is not allowed. If you cover your brother’s fault Allah (SWT) will cover your faults, as Rasolullah   said “Allah will cover up on the Day of Resurrection the faults of the one who covers up the faults of the others in this world".

Dear brothers and sisters in Islam, remember that telling others about your own shortcomings is also prohibited and disliked by Prophet.
Abu Hurairah (May Allah be pleased with him) reported: Messenger of Allah (PBUH) said, "Every one of my followers will be forgiven except those who expose (openly) their wrongdoings. An example of this is that of a man who commits a sin at night which Allah has covered for him, and in the morning, he would say (to people): "I committed such and such sin last night,' while Allah had kept it a secret. During the night Allah covered it up but in the morning he tears up the cover provided by Allah Himself.''[Bukhari and Muslim].  
May Allah (SWT) give us Taufeeq to fulfill the rights of other Muslim Brothers and sisters, and cover our own faults as well as others fault. Ameen
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
