Following the Sunnah of Rasool

Allah (SWT) Says 
يا أيها الذين آمنوا أطيعوا الله و أطيعوا الرسول و أولي الأمر منكم فإن تنازعتم في شيء فردوه إلى الله و الرسول إن كنتم تؤمنون بالله و اليوم الآخر (النساء: 59) 
Which means : O ye who believe! Obey Allah, and obey the Messenger, and those charged with authority among you. If  ye differ in anything among yourselves, refer it to Allah and His Messenger, if ye do believe in Allah and the Last Day: that is best, and most suitable for final determination. (4: 59). 
In this Ayah Allah makes clear that if you have any dispute than place your matter first to Allah (Book of Allah) than to the Sunnah of His Rasool .Then He refers to the people in authority.
Dear Brothers and sisters in Islam, following the Sunnah of Rasool is part of our Imaan and the one who disobeys or rejects, Allah (SWT) says about them in Quran:
 فلا و ربك لا يؤمنون حتى يحكموك فيما شجر بينهم ثم لا يجدوا في أنفسهم حرجا مما قضيت و يسلموا تسليما (النساء: 65)
Which means:  But no, by thy Lord, they can have no (real) Faith, until they make you judge in all disputes between them, and find in their souls no resistance against thy decisions, but accept them with the fullest conviction? (4: 65).
According to this Ayah if one has any doubt about following the Sunnah of Rasool they will be considered out of Islam, because it’s very clear that Allah (SWT) sent His Prophet to be obeyed in all the matters , so the one who believes in Allah (SWT) and Quraan  will  not have any suspicion in following Sunnah.
Allah (SWT)  Says:
قل أطيعوا الله وأطيعوا الرسول فإن تولوا فإنما عليه ما حمل وعليكم ما حملتم وإن تطيعوه تهتدوا وما على الرسول إلا البلاغ المبين (النور: 54)
Say: "Obey Allah, and obey the Messenger: but if ye turn away, he is only responsible for the duty placed on him and ye are responsible for that placed on you. If ye obey him, ye shall be on right guidance. The Messenger's duty is only to preach the clear (Message). (24: 54).
Allah (SWT) Says in Suratul Jasiyah :
ثم جعلناك على شريعة من الأمر فاتبعها و لا تتبع أهواء الذين لا يعلمون
Then We put you on the (right) Way of Religion: so follow that (Way), and follow not the desires of those who know not. (45: 18
In Hadith Rasoolullah  said
"ألا هل عسى رجل يبلغه الحديث عني, و هو متكئ على أريكته فيقول بيننا و بينكم كتاب الله, فما وجدناه من حلال استحللناه و ما وجدنا فيه حراما حرمناه, و إن ما حرم رسول الله كما حرم الله"
There will be a man to whom my hadith will reach him, while he is sitting comfortably, and he will say between me and you is the book of Allah, whatever we find in it that is halal we will make it halal, and whatever we find in it haram we will make it haram. Then the Prophet says: whatever the messenger of Allah has made haram is as if Allah has made it haram. (Tirmidi)
By this Hadith its understood very well that Prophet  did not tell us to follow only the Quran and leave his Sunnah , He Wants us to follow both. And whoever denies, he not only rejects the Sunnah of Rasool   but he rejects whatever Rasool brought as a Prophet, as he says in one the Hadith:
: "كل أمتي يدخلون الجنة إلا من أبى, قالوا: يا رسول الله و من أبى؟ قال: من أطاعني دخل الجنة و من عصاني فقد أبى"
All of my Ummah will enter heaven except those who refuse (or reject), so they asked him: oh messenger of Allah, who is the one who refuses? The Prophet said: whoever obeys me will enter heaven.   And whoever disobeys me, he has refused. (Bukhari) 
May Allah (SWT) give us Taufeeque to follow in the footsteps of His beloved Prophet  as He says in Quran :
لقد كان لكم في رسول الله أسوة حسنة لمن كان يرجو الله واليوم الآخر وذكر الله كثيرا 
Ye have indeed in the Messenger of Allah a beautiful pattern (of conduct) for any one whose hope is in Allah and the Final Day, and who engages much in the praise of Allah.
