                                       Hadith Importance  and It’s Evidence

Dear brothers and sisters in Islam.
As a believer our Deen is everything and more important than anything else. The main source of Deen is the Book of Allah (SWT) along with the Hadith of Rasool . The Sahaabah,Tabaeen, and Scholars (May Allah be pleased with them all) worked hard to memorize and gather all the Hadith of Rasool . 
Proof that Ahadith are one of main source in Islam
The importance of Hadith cannot be understood until we understand the connection of it with our Deen (daily life). Let me mention first a few aayat of The Qu’ran to show the importance of Hadith. Allah (SWT) says in surah Al-Imran “Say, if you love Allah follow me. Allah will love you and forgive you your sins. Allah is forgiving and merciful.” And He says in surah Hashr ”Whatsoever the Messenger gives you, take it. And whatsoever He forbids, abstain.” And He says “Obey Allah and the Messenger”. In surah Al-Ahzab He says “Verily in the Messenger of Allah you have a good example for him who looks unto Allah and the last day and remembers Allah much.  
From these aayat it becomes very clear that Allah (SWT) Himself instructed the believers to obey Allah and the Prophet ( ). This instruction, in the Qu’ran itself, is proof that the Hadith was not given only for the Sahaabah. The Hadith were given to all believers from beginning till the Day of Judgment. Now, the question is, if one does not rely on the Hadith of Rasool ( ) how will he know about the life of Rasool () and obey Him? We will not even be able to understand many aayat of the Qu’ran because The Book of Allah (SWT) mostly talks about many things in short where the Hadith gives the details on that which is not covered in the Qu’ran. For example, Allah says in Qu’ran “Establish Prayer… “. But there is no detail in the Qu’ran on how to do so. It’s found in the Hadith of Rasool (). Another example is that of which Allah says “Pay Zakaat… “. Again, the details are not found in the Qu’ran, they are found in the Hadith. In the same way the laws of Tayyamum, Hajj, Umrah and many others are the details given. 
Ahadith were not only for companions.
At this point, if anyone says that these details were only for the Sahaabah and not for those who came after the Prophet ( ), my answer will be that Allah (SWT) says in Qu’ran that “We have revealed unto you the rememberance (Qu’ran) that you may explain to mankind that which has been revealed for them.” This ayaat is evidence that explanation of Qu’ran (the Hadith) was not just given to the Sahaabah but to all of mankind. That is why in the Hadith narrated by Abdullah Bin Amr Bin Aas, the Prophet () said “Convey from me even an ayaat of the Qu’ran… “ In another Hadith, narrated by Abdullah Bin Masood, Rasool () said “May Allah freshen the affairs of a person who hears something from us and communicates it to others exactly as he has heard it because many recipients of knowledge understands it better than the one who has heard it. “ (Tirmidhi) 
Ahadith were gathered during the time of Prophet.
Some people have doubt about Hadith in being a reliable source. They say “How can we rely on Ahaadith when it was gathered two centuries after the Prophet’s death?” These people have no knowledge about the history of Islam. This doubt is totally baseless. We find many evidences that the companions wrote the Ahadith during the time of the Prophet. In Sahih Bukhari it is shown that, when the Prophet delivered his last sermon in Hajjatul Wida’a, a man from Yemen asked “ UKTUB LE YA RASULALLAH” (write for me O Messenger of Allah) and the Prophet said to the companions “ write for so and so person”. In another, Imam Bukhari (R A) narrates a Hadith from Abu Hurairah (R A) that “none of the companions saved the Hadith of Prophet more than me, except Abdullah bin Amr Bin Aas (R A) because he used to write and I didn’t . This is Abu Hurairah, from whom 5374 Ahadith (plural of Hadith) are narrated, and he is talking about Abdullah bin Amr from whom about eight hundreds Ahadith are narrated. Regarding Abu Hurairah ,  scholars mentioned that his memory was excellent because Prophet prayed for him. That is why he was able to memorize all those Ahadith by heart very well. Only later did he start writing the Ahadith, as its mentioned in Fathul Bari By Allamah Ibn-e Hajar Asqalani.  Allamah Nooruddin mentioned a Hadith in his book ,”Majma-uzzawaid”, narrated by Abdullah Bin Amr bin Aas (R A) he said “I was in a gathering with Prophet along other companions and I was the youngest of them all. The Prophet said “whoever says a lie against me, let him have his abode in the Hell”. When we came out of the gathering I said to the companions “ Did you hear what the Prophet said ? So why do you narrate Hadith from him alot? ” upon hearing this they laughed and said “ O our nephew, whatever we narrate is written down.” 
 These are proof that many Ahadith were written during the time of the Prophet. 
Hadith must be accepted unless contradicted by the Qu’ran.

To believe that no conclusive and authentic information can be found in Hadith is to destroy much of Islam with one’s own hands. The true and correct position is that whatever has come through Hadith, unless contradicted by the Holy Quran in plain and clear words, must be accepted. For instance, would a person today be right to argue that the number of raka‘hs of the five daily prayers, which the Muslims pray, is a matter of uncertainty because there is no verse in the Holy Quran saying, for example, that one must pray two raka‘hs in the morning, and two for the Friday prayer and also the ‘Eid prayers, and that the Hadith reports are mostly of the isolated type, not guaranteeing certainty?” If such a view of Hadith is accepted, prayer is the first thing we lose, since the Holy Quran has not illustrated the form of prayer. It is only by relying on the authenticity of Hadith that prayers can be performed properly.
If the opponents (of Islam) were to object that the Holy Quran does not teach the mode of prayer, and that the form which the Muslims have adopted must be rejected because Hadith reports cannot be relied upon, how would we answer this objection if we ourselves held the position that Hadith is worthless? We would have to concede the objection. In that case, the funeral prayers of Islam would also be baseless because the Qu’ran nowhere speaks of a prayer having no bowing or prostration. So consider and see what remains of Islam by rejecting Hadith.

Dear brothers and sisters in Islam, I think that the above illustration is more than enough to help us understand the involvement of Hadith in our Deen, and its importance, as well as it’s enough to clear many doubts about Hadith being reliable and one of the main sources in Islam.
