    THE H1N1 / Swine & Season Flu:

As we approach the beginning of fall, we are entering the cold and flu season. It is a reality that we should be concerned with the most recent pandemic labeled the H1N1 influenza (aka SWINE FLU).  To fully understand the facts about the flu you must know the following.  

The H1N1 (swine flue) and the seasonal flu are contagious respiratory illnesses caused by influenza viruses. They are spread mainly from person to person through coughing or sneezing and less commonly by touching a contaminated surface.

The “high risk” groups from complications from H1N1 and seasonal flu are similar.  The major difference is that pregnant and younger patients, children under 5 yrs. seem to be at higher risk to contract the virus, as well as those who have chronic illnesses or compromised immune systems, such as maybe the elderly or those in chronic--care facilities.  

The symptoms associated with the flu and H1N1 are indistinguishable.  They include fever, sore throat, chills, body aches, cough, runny or stuffy nose, diarrhea, vomiting and headache.    If your symptoms persist over five (5) days, see your primary care doctor immediately.  If you have any of the more potentially life-threatening symptoms like dizziness, shortness off breath, pain or pressure in the chest, difficulty breathing or flu symptoms that improve but then return with fever and cough,  or if an infant shows a bluish grey skin color, lack or responsiveness or extreme irritability, take immediate emergency steps to the hospital.  

Most notably, follow these steps if you are sick:

If you are sick, stay at home.  The flu is spread when an infected individual coughs and sneezes.  Once it is in the environment, the rest of us can get it by simply being in close proximity, or handshakes.  Wash your hands frequently.  Frequent hand washing is a simple activity to avoid a multitude of infections including the seasonal flu, swine flu and the common cold. Wash your hands well using soap and water, alcohol based hand gels are an alternative when you are away from the sink.  EAT RIGHT AND SLEEP TIGHT.  A good nights’ sleep with a balanced diet keeps your immune system strong.  Stay hydrated.  Water is a cleanser for the body, removing germs and keeping your inner functions alert.     William J.
